TRANSPORT FEE – There will be an increase in the Transport Fee due to the hike in salary of Staff, increase in Insurance,  
increase in fuel and other expenses. Transport Fees should be paid by a separate cheque in favour of the concerned 
Transporter mentioned in the Fee Book.  
PARENT’S RESPONSIBILITY – School Buses are a safer mode of conveyance and are also authorized by the State 
Transport Authority. Autos, Rickshaws, Mini Cabs etc are very unsafe and are not authorized for transportation of the school 
children by Govt. Transport Authority or the School. Parents sending their kids to School by Autos, Rickshaws and Mini 
Cabs etc. are doing so at their own risk and will be fully responsible. The Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court 
has directed only 4 students in the auto Rickshaws.
